SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

The Randall Lee Nunnenkamp (RLN) Scholarship Foundation awards scholarships to individuals that are currently or were previously served through the Washington County, Oregon Department of Human Services, Foster Children Program.  Potential scholarship awards are up to  $2,500 per individual, per year, and may be renewed for up to four years. 
Eligible individuals must enroll in an RLN Foundation approved vocational or scholastic program based in Oregon. 
CRITERIA

RLN Foundation Scholarships are awarded based on character, personal merit, and commitment. Merit is demonstrated through a commitment to additional learning, academic achievement, and motivation to serve and succeed. 

SELECTION PROCESS Individuals must complete the attached application form.  Applicants must also submit two reference forms.
Application Deadline: 

Applications must be received by May 30th.  The Foundation will review the applications and schedule interviews at a later date.   Scholarship notifications will be made by July of each year.  Application materials should be sent to The Randall Lee Nunnenkamp Scholarship Foundation, P.O. Box 501, Hillsboro, Oregon 97123.

The board may opt to grant awards outside of this schedule based on the nature of an applicant’s request and available funds.


Amount of Each Scholarship: $500-$1,000
Eligibility Criteria:

1. Must be a U.S. citizen.

2. Must be studying at an accredited school in Oregon for the upcoming academic year.

3. Must be (or plan to be) enrolled in part-time or full-time as an undergraduate student or vocational program student for the upcoming academic or calendar year – which ever applies.  

4. Must be enrolled in at least one general study course.

5. Must have earned and maintain a cumulative Grade Point Average of no less than 2.5 on a 4.0 scale

6. Student must demonstrate financial need. 

7. Must have been served by the Oregon Department of Human Services Foster Children Unit in Washington County for a minimum of 6 months. 

Required Documents:
1. Official transcript – Submitted or postmarked by May 30.

2. Proof of citizenship status – Submitted or postmarked by May 30.

3. Essay – Submitted or postmarked by May 30.

Your essay should be approximately 500 words.  Tell the Foundation about yourself.  Tell us about your educational and professional goals.  We’d like to hear about any community service projects you’ve been involved with. What are your hobbies, interests, special skills, etc?  Where do you see yourself in two years? Five years?

4. Letter of Recommendation - Submitted or postmarked by May 30.  This letter must be from your DHS caseworker, other DHS staff familiar with you, or your Independent Living Program counselor. A statement verifying the applicant’s eligibility must be included in this letter of recommendation. 

5. Letter of Recommendation - Submitted or postmarked by May 30.  This letter can be from a high school or college counselor or advisor, employer, or foster parent.
